1620 7 The Mayflower reached Plymouth, Mass. after a 63-day voyage. Pilgrims aboard the
Mayflower went ashore for the first time at present-day Plymouth, Mass. The crew of the ship did not
have enough beer to get to Virginia and back to England, so they dropped the Pilgrims at Plymouth
Rock to preserve their beer stock (probably Miller Lite).

16411 Massachusetts became the first colony to give statutory recognition to slavery. It was followed
by Connecticut in 1650 and Virginia in 1661.

17751 George Washington ordered recruiting officers to accept free blacks into the army.

17831 Import of African slaves was banned by all the Northern American states.
18141 The shallow-draft steamboat Enterprise, completed in Pittsburgh under the
direction of keel-boat captain Henry M. Shreve, left for New Orleans to deliver guns
and ammunition to Gen. Jackson.

1903 7 The Wright brothers make their first attempt to fly with the Wright Flyer at
Kitty Hawk, North Carolina. With the help of men from the nearby government life-
saving station (todayés Coast Guard), th
launching rail to the incline of a nearby sand dune, Big Kill Devil Hill, intending to
make a gravity-assisted takeoff. The brothers tossed a coin to decide who would
get the first chance at piloting, and Wilbur won. The airplane left the rail, but Wilbur
pulled up too sharply, stalled, and came down in about three seconds with minor damage. Repairs
after the abortive first flight took three days.

1942 i Nationwide gasoline rationing went into effect in the United States.

19441 Congress established the rank of General of Army, the 5-star General.

1944 7 Rank of Fleet Admiral, U.S. Navy (5-star admiral) is established. It is interesting to note that
each of these officers followed a differently patterned naval career. Only eight years of seniority
separated them. They served as younger officers when the Navy was making its expansion in
aviation and submarine development. One of these officers was essentially a destroyer officer and
aviator with only one short tour ashore in Washington. One was a submariner with European training
in diesel propulsion, a big ship sailor with shore cruises in Washington including Chief of Naval
Personnel. One had almost all his sea duty in big ships and except for one tour, all shore duty in
Washington, including being chief of two bureaus. Only one had a seagoing career in the surface,
submarine, and aviation branches of the service with shore tours including the head of the
Postgraduate School and the Chief of the Bureau of Aeronautics. Three served as Chiefs of Naval

Operations. The Navybés Fleet Admirals included:
William Nimitz, and William Frederick Halsey, Jr.

According to an analysis from the Centers for Disease Control and
Prevention, veterans are 30 percent more likely than nonveterans to have
severe hearing impairment. In addition, the veteran population is getting
older (average age: 58 years old) and with age can come a variety of
types of hearing loss.

Post 5864 was over-budget for the year, however, so Milbourn turned to Sertoma Club, who holds
meetings at the VFW facility and with whom Milbourn is also a member. Sertoma is a national service
organization that helps educate the public on hearing health and provides assistance to help those
with hearing loss.

Sertoma contacted Auralex, which utilized computer-aided modeling of the space to assess its
specific issues and craft a tailored solution. The answer: an array of Auralex ProPanels, which will
greatly improve speech intelligibility.

Military service flags, insignias, etc., should be displayed in the following order above (left to right as
you face the flags): Army, Marine Corps, Navy, Air Force, Coast Guard and then Space Force.

POW / MIA Flag -- Official Display Days

Public Law 105-85 (Nov. 16, 1997) indicates the days that federal agencies, military installations
and U.S. Post Offices are required to display the POW/MIA flag. The days are: Armed Forces Day,
May 15, 2021 (third Saturday in May); Memorial Day, May 31, 2021 (last Monday in May); Flag Day,
June 14; Independence Day, July 4; National POW/MIA Day, Sept. 18, 2020 (third Friday in Sept.);
and Veterans Day, Nov. 11.
